CASE 4

Different Paces: A Group with Little Progress

[Introduction]

In this economics class, students are discussing Adam Smith's Wealth of
Nations while filling out their worksheets.

Instructor: So far, so good.

Jeff: Since Adam Smith's idea prioritizes market principles over
national control, social gaps are allowed. This is an inequality.

Michael: Well, well, well...However, since Adam Smith takes into
consideration the entire society profit, I see it as a little
different from a pure efficiency doctrine.

Mei: That's right. We need to consider whether national finances
are sustaining all of the citizens of the country, or just quite a
few groups.

Instructor: Catherine, have you reached a conclusion?

Catherine: Well, actually, the discussion became very heated as soon as

it started, and by no means are we moving forward.

Instructor: OK, just know there's five minutes left, OK? Are you going
to be able to finish in time?

Catherine: We will try. Guys. We only have five more minutes. Could we
please focus on topic?

Jeff: This is really complicated...We need to judge whether
inequality and justice...



Instructor: Hmm, the discussion is heating up, but they are not likely to
reach a conclusion. Other groups who are already done will
have no more things to do, but I can’t leave this group behind.
I need to pace the discussion. (*Spoken in Japanese in the

video.)

In this way, differences in pace can become greater, and other groups' paces
may become unbalanced. The reason is that students are talking excessively.
It is hard to summarize a discussion while it is still heating up. The discussion
shows no progress, and other problems might emerge.

As ateacher, how would you deal with a similar situation? Try to think about,
first, how you could prevent such a situation. Then, in the situation, what
words would you use and what kind of behavior would be helpful?

[Exposition of the solutions]

During group work, if paces of discussion differ too much, there is a risk of
losing the rhythm of the whole class.

1) Solution A
The professor or a TA can work as a facilitator, helping groups with a
slower pace to move ahead more smoothly with the discussion. As an
instructional strategy, the professor or the TA assists the slow group with
their activity. Meanwhile, it is necessary to consider urging other groups
to begin the next assignments.

2) Solution B
You might assign an additional expanded theme to groups with a fast pace.
Consider a good use of the time for this activity.

[Precautions]

In order to avoid big discrepancies in progress among groups, you might
assign a timekeeper or recorder to each group. With this method, you might
achieve a more effective group discussion, especially by periodically
summarizing its progress. To provide a clock or to report the remaining time
to the class are also valid methods.

Also, when working with larger groups, it is inevitable that discussions take
longer. Try to divide the groups according to the amount of available time.
An alternative is to change your group work into pair work.

Try to avoid assigning long discussion times to students. Instead, try to have

several small discussion sections during the educational activity. In any case,
clarify the objectives and goals of the discussions.

* So for the groups that are already done, let's start an additional discussion.
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
